One of the Missions we regularly support
has been the “Works of Faith”  Churches in one
of the poorer republics of Russia, Udmurtia.
Their church’s name is based on James 2:14-26

The mother church is in Izhevsk, a city of
about 700,000.  They have ministries to
orphans, and recovery ministries to alcoholics.
And amazingly God has used them to raise up
new pastors and start 200 village churches.

There are about 10,000 villages in Russia
that have never had a church of any kind, ever.
