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Klondike Winter Camp


The theme of Klondike is patterned after the Alaskan Gold Rush days during the 1800’s.  At the Klondike, each patrol organizes themselves into a Klondike sled troop.  The patrol is responsible for construction of a sled with the dimensions given in this manual.  This sled is the patrol’s vehicle that they carry from city to city.  Sleds can and will be used in the completion of some events.  It is VERY important that the sled contain the items listed in this manual because those items will be used in the different events in each city.


At each city, the sled teams will participate in an event that utilizes Scouting skills.  Teams can earn “gold nuggets” for completion of events, providing they work as a team and have proper Scout spirit.  A maximum of 5 nuggets can be earned in each city (at the discretion of staff).  5 extra nuggets can by teams that bring their lunch and eat in a city.  At the end of the day, fold nuggets will be tallied, and each team can use their nuggets to bid on items at an auction on Sunday morning.

Klondike Procedures

CHECK IN: Each troop should report to Camp Cedar Valley between 4 PM and 9 PM on Friday, December 13th.  Registration will be conducted in the Administration Building (see included map).  Troops will be assigned a campsite at registration.

FEE: $5.00 per person (youth and adult), which includes a patch.

EQUIPMENT: Each troop must provide their own camping equipment and meals.  Water will be available from a faucet in the Ecology area.  You will also need to bring all the materials needed for EACH sled (1 per patrol).

FIRES: You are encouraged to bring your own wood for a fire, or you can use wood found on the ground around your campsite.  PLEASE DO NOT CUT DOWN ANY TREES IN THE CAMP.  Please make sure that fires are out when your campsite is empty, and that no trace of fire is left when you check out.

SATURDAY LUNCH: Each patrol is encouraged to eat lunch on the trail (5 bonus nuggets for eating lunch in a city).  Fires will be built in each city and can be used for cooking if needed.

CHAPEL: A non-denominational chapel service will be held on Sunday morning.  Everyone is encouraged to participate.

AUCTION:  Auction of donated items, paid for by earned gold nuggets, immediately following the chapel service.
AWARDS: An award will be presented for best looking sled.  An auction will take place on Sunday morning and patrols will use their “gold nuggets” to bid on prizes.

Klondike Rules and General Information

Everyone is expected to abide by the Scout Oath and Law at all times.  In addition to the BSA policies concerning 2-deep leadership and alcohol/controlled substances, unit should be familiar with the BSA guidelines concerning winter camping (see Guide to Safe Scouting - #34416C; http://www.quapawbsa.org/g2ss.htm).  In addition, the following rules apply:

· No Sheath knifes

· Do not enter any buildings in Camp unless specifically designated for Scout use

· Adults wishing to smoke must do so in designated area (behind dining hall).

· No electronic devices (radio, TV, cassette or CD/DVD player, etc.)

Heat races will be conducted according to patrol size.  Patrols will be assigned a heat with comparable sized patrols, thus allowing smaller patrols an equal shot at winning their race.
